Good Afternoon Council Members, Ladies and Gentlemen:

Spring is here and there are a lot of activities that St. Bernard Parish
Government will be a part of. This week, the Knights of Columbus will be
kicking off their annual Louisiana Crawfish Festival which runs from
Thursday, March 23 through Sunday, March 26"™. The Knights of Columbus
and Parish Government will be hosting an employee crawfish event at the
Frederick J. Sigur Cultural Center on Friday, March 24™ beginning at 2:30 pm.
