Good evening Council Members, Ladies and Gentlemen:

Weather Update - East winds pushed tidal waters over Florissant Highway and parts of
Yscloskey Highway. It took only 24 hours of a stiff east wind to push waters over
roadways in Eastern St. Bernard. Water also crossed LA300 in areas of Reggio and
Woodlake. A rollover rock damn was constructed on Florissant Highway and highways
markers were placed along flooded roadways. Due to Coastal erosion, we find ourselves
addressing flooding issues more often and having to respond much faster than in the past.
