Good afternoon Council Members, Ladies and Gentlemen:

The Port of New Orleans will host a public meeting to discuss their
proposed project on the Sinclair Tract in Meraux. The meeting will be held
on Wednesday, February 21, 2018 at 6:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers
located at 8201 W. Judge Perez Drive in Chalmette.

40 Arpent Trail - St. Bernard Parish Council voted to accept a $3,960,000
federal grant to build the 40 Arpent Trail. The new grant will fund
construction of a 10 foot wide asphalt multi-use path along the Forty Arpent
Canal for approximately 8 miles from Arabi near Alexander Avenue to the
Violet Canal. The multi-use path will be designed for walkers, joggers,
bicyclists, skaters, and other non-motorized users. The project also
includes two bicycle-pedestrian bridges across the canal at Val Riess Park
and at De Bouchel Blvd.

Recreation - Our Recreation Department will kick off the 2018
baseball/softball season with a jamboree on Saturday, February 24" at Val
Riess Sports Complex. The league will officially start March 39,
